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If you have not seen me at the rink this past month, it’s because I have been working in China.  I had a great 
time working, and also sightseeing on Sundays. 
 

During our first sightseeing trip to Hong Kong, I found an ice rink on the 10th floor of the complex called 
Mega Box.  One entire side of the rink was glass and overlooked Kowloon and Hong Kong Island. 
 
The following Sunday's trip took me to Shenzhen China home of the World Skating Academy, China’s 
National Team Training Center with Chen Lu and Denis Petrov. The rink is located in a huge five story mall 
called MixC. It is a full size Olympic rink with glass all on one end, overlooking downtown Shenzhen.   
 
I did not think (nor did I want) to drag along 20 pounds of skates half way around the world when I did not 
know if there were rinks available or that we would have time off to sightsee. So there I was with rental 
skates dodging the public skaters and private lesson students. At least this pair of rental skates did have an 
edge unlike the ones last week in Hong Kong. After an hour of skating, learning how to skate in rental boots 
and blades, I did manage to do some moves in the field and a few single jumps. Spins were not an option, as 
there were no edges or toe pick on the front of the blades.   
 
Then I had a crazy thought, if you can do a waltz jump in rentals what about an axel. So I skated a couple of 
laps building confidence, going over all the preps and looking for a opening with the skaters to try the jump. 
I got the opening and thought,  now's the time, set the edge up and landed. YES!  It was small for safety, but 
it counted as an axel in a rental skate, proving it can be done. The best part was the astounded looks from a 
couple of the coaches. 
 
The final ice rink I visited was the Glacier Ice Arena at Festival Walk shopping mall in Hong Kong. I guess 
they really like windows in their rinks.

When the time came for Dodie’s interview, my 
standard questions ready, I got the biggest surprise; 
and a little encouragement for those of us who have 
not mastered the art of skating just yet. 
 
When the ice rink originally opened in 1984 Dodie 
decided very quickly at the age of 44, that she was 
going to skate.  So with her previous experience of 
pond skating as a kid in mind, she signed up for 
private lessons in ’85 and the rest is history.  
 
Thanks in part to great instructors Elizabeth Myers 
and Joe Summerfield, Dodie was able to start 
competing in 1986.  And her resume is not only 

amazing, it’s fascinating.  For the next ten years Dodie 
Competed in the ISI and then moved on to compete 
with USFSA from 1998-2001.  When she retired at the 
age of 60 from competitive skating, Dodie had been to 
USFSA Nationals 4 times. 
 
Skating was just part of Dodie’s repertoire, aside from 
being a Flight Attendant for 47 years with Delta, she 
was one of the founding members of Thoroughbred 
Figure Skating Club.  When asked how she became a 
figure skating judge, that as well followed with 
amazing achievements like being the first appointed 
USFC Judge in Kentucky in 1997, where she 
continues to be a Test Chair to this day.  
 

Dodie’s advise to new and seasoned skaters is to, “Just 
have fun.  If you take yourself too serious about 
something it holds you back.” 
 
If you’re wondering what is next on Dodie’s list of 
accomplishments, she has gone back to being an 
Equestrian, as she was for years in her mid to late 20s.  
She’s been a horse rider since she was nine, and has 
just this year started back seriously. 
 
And if you are wondering if you might see her on the 
ice any time soon, I’d bet yes.  She wouldn’t let a little 
old thing like a hip replacement slow her down.
